General architectural description:

This distinctive dwelling features a basic rectangular plan which measures 42 feet N-S (deep) by 26 feet E-W
(across). Notincluded in these dimensions is an original single-stall garage attached to the south end of the west
elevation which measures 22 feet N-S by 13 feet east-west. The house is supported by a low concrete foundation,
and its exterior walls are made of stained natural brown horizontal half log siding. The roof is flat, with metal
coping, and with closed, beige color, scalloped eaves designed to appear as log rafter ends. The home's
windows are primarily 2/2 double-hung sash with metal frames and with beige color wood surrounds. A single-
light fixed-pane picture window penetrates the east end of the south elevation (facade), however. A silver metal
storm door enters an enclosed 6' by 4' flat-roofed front porch from a 4-step concrete stoop on the fagade. A
paneled roll-away garage door provides vehicular access into the garage at the west end of the south elevation
from an asphalt-paved driveway which extends to The Boulevard. A wood-paneled rear entry door, covered by a

silver metal storm door, enters the north end of the east elevation from a 4-step wood stoop.

Construction history:

Information about this house's construction was obtained primarily from Katherine (Hudspeth) Gourley, its long
time owner, and whose parents purchased the house in 1952 or 1953. According to Mrs. Gourley, the house was
designed and built in 1947 by W. L. "Lloyd" Pierce, a Steamboat Springs contractor. (Lloyd Pierce is also known
to have built the house at 864 Pahwintah Street (5RT.2651), in 1959.) Routt County Assessor records also indicate
that this house was built in 1947. Routt County Assessor records incorrectly indicate that the attached garage
was erected and the front porch enclosed in 1965. Mrs. Gourley, rather, confirmed that the garage and enclosed
porch were part of the house's original construction in 1947.

Historical background:

According to its long time owner, Katherine (Hudspeth) Gourley, this house was built in 1947 by local contractor
W. L. "Lloyd" Pierce. It was originally owned by Frank Harms who sold it to Katherine (Waggoner) Hudspeth
(Mrs. Gourley's mother) in 1952 or 1953. The elder Katherine Waggoner was born on June 16, 1888, near
Wellington, Kansas, and on June 24, 1908, she was united in marriage to Ralph Hudspeth at Mulhall, Oklahoma.
Ralph had been born in Van Wert County, Ohio on August 28, 1885. Following their marriage, Mr. and Mrs.
Hudspeth lived in Oklahoma until 1913 when they moved to Routt County. Prior to the move, three sons were

born to the couple - Arthur in 1909, Ivan in 1911, and Everett in 1913.

In 1913, a family by the last name of "West" who was acquainted with the Hudspeths in Oklahoma, and who was
also related to the F.M. Light family, persuaded Ralph and Katherine to move their young family west to Routt
County. The Hudspeths then settled on a ranch near the small settlement of Sidney some seven miles south of
Steamboat Springs. Here, the family engaged in general farming, raising cattle, pigs, sheep, chickens, and
turkeys, while also growing hay and other grain crops. A daughter, Katherine, was born in 1925, who would then

spend her formative years growing up on the family farm near Sidney.

Katherine (Waggoner) Hudspeth purchased this house as a retirement residence for her and her husband Ralph
in 1952 or 1953. Mr. and Mrs. Hudspeth then lived here until 1975 when they both passed away within a few
months of each other. The house subsequently remained in the Hudspeth family, and from 1990 to the present
(2008) it has been the home of Mr. and Mrs. Hudspeth's daughter, Katherine (Hudspeth) Gourley. After growing
up on the family farm near Sidney, the younger Katherine Hudspeth graduated from Steamboat Springs High
School in 1943, and on February 1, 1946 she was united in marriage to Mr. Burren Gourley. Mr. and Mrs. Gourley
farmed near Pleasant Valley during the early years of their marriage, before later moving variously to Oak Creek,
Limon and Brush, Colorado, and to California, before eventually returning to Steamboat Springs in 1960. During

these years, Mrs. Gourley gave birth to three sons, respectively named Ralph, Lonnie, and Douglas.

In the years following 1960, the Gourley family resided at 416 8th Street in Steamboat Springs. Mr. Gourley, in the
ensuing years, worked on various large-scale construction projects including the Howelsen Hill ski lift and the
Eisenhower and Johnson tunnels on Interstate 70 near Loveland Pass. Mrs. Gourley, meanwhile, worked off-and-
on for twenty-seven years for F.M. Light and Company. Mr. Gourley passed away in 1980, and in 1990, Mrs.
Gourley moved from her home on 8th Street into her parent's former retirement home here at 924 The Boulevard.

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42. Statement of significance:

This house is architecturally significant as a distinctive local example of a Rustic style dwelling, dating from the
post World War Il period. In addition to its Rustic log exterior walls, the dwelling also exhibits some early Ranch
type attributes such as its attached garage, flat roof, horizontal emphasis, and a picture window facing the street.
Because it displays excellent integrity, the house may be considered potentially eligible for inclusion in the
National Register of Historic Places under Criterion C, based on its architectural significance. The house is also
historically significant for its associations with Steamboat Springs' residential development during the post
World War Il period. As such, this property may also be considered eligible for local landmark designation in the

Routt County Register of Historic Places based on its architectural and historical significance.

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance:
This property displays a reasonably high standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity
as defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and Historic
Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association. The original dwelling
was modified in 1965 when an attached garage was erected and the front porch was enclosed. These changes

are architecturally compatible with the original 1947 construction, however.
