21. General architectural description: 

This modest, but distinctive, single-story house is supported by a low concrete foundation, and its exterior walls 

are clad with beige color stucco over concrete block construction.  Two painted salmon color stringcourses 

encircle the building near the top of the wall surface creating a horizontal emphasis.  The roof is flat.  A non-

historic stained brown wood-paneled door enters into a non-historic 8' by 8' enclosed gabled front porch which  

is centered on the west elevation (façade).  A secondary entrance is located on the east elevation, where, a wood-

paneled door, with one upper sash light, and covered by an aluminum storm door enters the dwelling.  The 

home's windows are primarily horizontal sliding two-light windows set in metal frames and with painted salmon 

color wood surrounds.    

A garage, which measures approximately 10' N-S by 28' E-W, is attached to the house's north elevation.  The 

garage features a concrete slab foundation, beige color stucco over concrete block walls, and a flat roof with a 

stepped parapet along the north elevation. A painted beige metal overhead garage door penetrates the west 

elevation, opening onto a gravel driveway which extends to Yahmonite Street.  A 6x6 horizontal sliding window 

with a painted salmon color wood frame and surrounds penetrates the attached garage's north elevation.  A 

small, approximately 6' by 8' shed-roofed extension is built onto the attached garage's east (rear) elevation.  This 

small structure has  vertical wood plank walls and corrugated metal roofing material.

Oral information passed 

down to the current owners holds that the building was constructed as a dentist's office, but that it has always 

served as a dwelling.  The enclosed front porch appears to be an addition, and it also appears that several of the 

home's windows have been altered.

35. Historical background:  

Routt County Assessor records indicate that this residence was built in 1947.  By 1956 (and perhaps for some 

time previously), this was the home of Harold Overmeyer.  Born in 1905, and died in 1992, Harold Overmeyer is 

interred at the Steamboat Springs Cemetery.  In the late 1950s, he worked as a conservation officer.  By the early 

1980s, this house had become the residence of Gary (Gerald)Schmitt, who apparently also acquired title to the 

property at some point in time.  Current owners Rob and Darcy Trask purchased the property from Schmitt in 

January of 2006.  Bud and Jane Romberg, who live next door at 836 Yahmonite Street, have also been involved 

with this house, acting as its caretaker while it was a rental property for a number of years.

This building is architecturally significant as a locally rare International style dwelling.  Due to a loss of integrity, 

though, it should probably be considered ineligible for local landmark designation.  The house's level of 

significance would not likely be to the extent that it would qualify for individual listing in the National or State 

Registers.  

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance: 

This property exhibits a somewhat less than optimal standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects 

of integrity as defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology 

and Historic Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association.  The 

enclosed front porch on the façade is not original, and it appears that several windows have been altered from 

their historic configuration.  Nevertheless, a sense of time and place remains somewhat in place.
