21. General architectural description: 

This two-story commercial building is located on the northeast side of Lincoln Avenue, near the center of the 700 

block, in downtown Steamboat Springs.  Overall, the building measures 25' NW-SE (across) by 104' NE-SW 

(deep).  The original front part of the building measures 25' by 79', while a two-story concrete block addition to 

the northeast (rear) elevation measures 25' by 25'.  The building features a symmetrical façade which fronts 

directly onto the wide concrete sidewalk paralleling Lincoln Avenue on the southwest elevation.  A painted red 

glass-in-wood-frame door enters the center of the façade from within a recessed entryway.  This is the entry into 

"Steamboat Kids" a clothing and toy store which occupies the first floor retail space.  The entry is flanked on 

either side by bands of three, vertically-oriented, single-light fixed-pane storefront display windows.  These 

windows have painted white wood frames and red brick kick plates.  Another painted red glass-in-wood-frame 

door, located near the southeast end of the façade, leads to an interior staircase which ascends to the second 

story.  Painted red brick columns appear at either end of the façade.    A wide band of painted red horizontal wood 

siding divides the façade's first and second stories.  The second story is stepped back, and is also symmetrical.  

Another painted red glass-in-wood-frame door, with a transom light, opens from the second story onto a balcony.  

This door is flanked on either side by a single-light fixed-pane window.  The wall cladding surrounding the 

second story door and windows is either horizontal wood siding or horizontal vinyl siding.  The uppermost 

façade wall is made of painted red brick, laid in running bond.  A bracketed cornice at the top of the façade wall 

features an egg-and-dart motif.  The upper front portions of the southeast and northwest (side) elevations 

(minimally visible above the adjacent single-story buildings) are made of red brick laid in running bond.  The 

concrete block walls of the two-story 25' by 25' concrete block addition are painted cram white.  A metal service 

door enters the addition's first story on the northeast (rear) elevation.  A wooden staircase ascends to another 
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metal service door which enters the second story at the northwest end of the rear elevation.  The rear elevation of 

the addition is also penetrated by a 1/1 window.

23. Landscape or special setting features: This two-story commercial building is located on the northeast side of 

Lincoln Avenue, near the center of the 700 block, in downtown Steamboat Springs.  The Boggs Building at 730 

Lincoln Avenue abuts this building on its southeast side, while Johnny B. Good's Diner at 738 Lincoln Avenue 

abuts it on its northwest side. A paved parking area extends to the alley behind the building.

29. Construction history: 

Routt County Assessor records list 1914 as this building's year of construction.  Sanborn Insurance maps 

provide corroborating evidence that the building was constructed sometime between 1911 and 1920.  The 1911 

Sanborn map depicts an irregular shaped building (probably a dwelling) centered on lot 8 of this block, while the 

1920 map depicts this building, labeled "Gen'l S." (General Store) occupying the east half of lot 8.  On May 6, 

1914, the Steamboat Pilot carried the following small item regarding the building’s pending construction, under 

the heading “Local Happenings:  

A.E. Gumprecht has been awarded the contract for the erection of the Williamson building which 

will adjoin the Progressive bakery.  It will be built of stone and be two stories in height.  Mr. 

Gumprecht also has the contract for the Furlong building, which also is to be erected at once 

and is to be modern in every particular.  

Other Pilot articles reveal that C.W. Williamson and A.N. Barnum were partners in a mercantile business, which 

was being dissolved about the time this building was constructed.  Although the article referred to it as the 

“Williamson Building, Barnum and his wife, Viola, were actually the owners of this property, and it soon became 

known as the Barnum Building, rather than the Williamson Building.  In late July of 1915, the building was 

damaged in a fire which destroyed two adjacent buildings.  The Assessor records and Sanborn maps indicate 

that the original building measured 25' NW-SE (across) by 50' NE-SW (deep).  A two-story concrete block addition 

to the rear elevation, which measures 25' by 54', was erected in 1980.

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V. HISTORICAL ASSOCIATIONS

35. Historical background:  

This two-story building was erected in 1914, and was originally the site of Barnum's general merchandise store.  

Natives of Iowa, Arba N. Barnum, and his wife, Viola, arrived in Steamboat Springs in the years prior to 1910.  

Arba then joined C.W. Williamson to form the mercantile firm of Barnum and Williamson.  In March of 1912 the 

Steamboat Pilot reported their partnership was being dissolved, however.  Arba and Viola then established a new 

general merchandise store solely under the Barnum name.  Sometime during these same years, the Barnums 

acquired all of Lot 8 in Block 16 of Steamboat Springs' original townsite, with the deed apparently held in Viola's 

name.  Viola deeded the west half of the lot to Louis Hessler in December 1913 where Hessler established the 

Progressive Bakery; A.E. Gumprecht, meanwhile, was awarded the contract to erect this building on the east half 

of the lot.      

On July 23, 1915, a disastrous fire destroyed four businesses in Block 16 - the Mutual Theater, the Manhattan 

Cafe, Crosswhite's Confectionery store, and Burchfield's Barbershop.  Barnums' store and the residence of Gus 

Maasen were also damaged, but not completely destroyed.  The Barnums managed to repair their building; 

however, following the fire, their store remained at this location for less than two years.  In December 1916 the 

Barnum Building was leased to L.J. Robacker, a recent arrival from Denver.  A licensed embalmer, Robacker 

opened a furniture store and undertaking business which was located here for an unknown time.  

Little is known regarding this building's history in the 1920s; however, in the 1930s, following the repeal of 

Prohibition, the Lucky Liquor store opened for business in this building.  The building would then remain a liquor 

establishment until 2006.  A well-known downtown business, Lucky Liquor was located here until 1968, when its 

name was changed to The Bottleneck.  In 1973, John Marshall began working at the Bottleneck, and in 1976, he 

purchased both the business and the building.  Marshall, in partnership with Noel and Terry Hefty, then operated 

the Bottleneck at this location for thirty years, until he finally sold the building and retired in the summer of 2006.  

In a retrospective article published in the Steamboat Pilot, Marshall indicated that community involvement was a 

key to his business success.  While becoming a wine connoisseur and increasing the store's inventory from 50 

varieties of wine to nearly 2000, Marshall also worked generously with the Steamboat Winter Sports Club, the 

Perry Mansfield Performing Arts School, Tread of Pioneers Museum, and Winter Carnival.    

This building is now occupied by Steamboat Kids, which previously had been located on the opposite side of 

Lincoln Avenue.

42. Statement of significance: 

This building is historically significant for its associations with Steamboat Springs' commercial development 

beginning in the 1910s.  It is notable both for its original use as a general store, and for its much longer use as 

the Lucky Liquor store.  The building is also architecturally notable for its early twentieth century architectural 

character.  The building's level of significance in these regards is probably not to the extent that it would qualify 

for individual listing in the National Register of Historic Places, or in the State Register of Historic Properties.  

The building, though, likely does qualify for individual listing in the Routt County Historic Register.  

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance: 

This building displays a reasonably high standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity 

as defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and Historic 

Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association.  The building's physical 

integrity has been diminished by alterations to the façade over the years, and by the construction of a rear 

addition in 1980.  Nonetheless, the look and feel of an early twentieth century commercial building remains 

largely in evidence.
