General architectural description:

Built in 1938, this is an irregular-shaped, singles-story, Prairie style building, with a large 1994 rear addition.
Overall, the entire building, with the addition, measures 62' NW-SE (across) by 136' NE-SW (deep). The original
building is of wood frame construction, and is supported by a low poured concrete foundation. Overall, the
original portion alone measures 57' NW-SE (across) by 78' NE-SW (deep). The lower wall surface along the
northeast elevation is faced with a distinctive stone veneer with flagstone capping. Elsewhere, the original
building's exterior walls are primarily clad with painted beige stucco; however, portions of the building are clad
with painted beige horizontal wood siding. The words "Old Pilot BUILDING" appear in applied block lettering,
above the roof line, on the northeast elevation, facing Lincoln Avenue. The roof is flat, with extensive
overhanging boxed eaves with painted dark grey wood trim. A stained natural brown wood-paneled door is
located at the northeast end of the northwest elevation. This door enters the building from a 4-step concrete and
flagstone porch which is recessed under the extended overhang of the roof eave. The porch steps are flanked by
pipe railings, while a non-historic steel handicap-accessible ramp extends from the porch and wraps around the
northwest elevation. Four small, vertically-oriented, glass block windows are located at the front corners, and
adjacent to the entry. A large oculus window penetrates the southeast end of the northeast elevation. Windows

elsewhere are primarily 1x1 horizontal sliders, and single-light fixed-panes.

The 1994 addition features an L-shape plan, and overall measures 62' NW-SE by 65' NE-SW. The addition
features painted beige stucco walls, over wood frame construction, a concrete foundation, and a flat roof. Two

glass-in-steel-frame entry doors enter the addition on the northwest elevation. A set of paired glass-in-synthetic-

frame doors enter into the southwest (rear) elevation, from a small porch built of recycled material. A steel utility
door, with one upper sash light, penetrates the addition's southeast elevation. Windows in the addition are

predominantly double-hung sash.

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35. Historical background:
This building was constructed circa 1938, and has served primarily as an office building from that time to the
present. Oral sources in Steamboat Springs (according to previous surveys) indicate that an entity called
"Hooper Hospital" was the original occupant, while other sources recall that in its early years the building was a
doctor's office. The Routt National Forest Supervisor's office occupied the building in the late 1950s, and
perhaps into the early 1960s. Throughout much of its more recent history, the building has been owned by the
Leckenby family and associated with the Steamboat Pilot. The building, with its addition(s) is currently occupied

by at least thirteen different professional or commercial office spaces.

This building is historically significant, to a modest extent, for its associations with Steamboat Springs'
commercial development through the mid-twentieth century. It is also architecturally notable, again to a modest
extent, for its Prairie and/or International styles of architecture. The building's level of significance in these
regards is not to the extent that it would qualify for individual listing in the National or State Registers of Historic
Places. Moreover, due to a substantial loss of integrity, it also does not qualify for individual listing in the Routt
County Historic Register.

Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance:

This building displays a below-average standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as
defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and Historic
Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association. The building's integrity

has been diminished by the construction of a large rear addition.
